Ingredients 

350 g (12 oz) lamb fillet, 
cubed  

4 tsp Schwartz Lamb Simply 
Shake Seasoning  

1 lemon  
1 tbs olive oil  
1 tbs honey  

1 red pepper, diced  
16 dried apricots 

 
Method 

Halve the lemon, squeeze the juice from one half and cut 

the remaining lemon into 8 pieces. 

Blend the lemon juice, oil, honey and Lamb Seasoning in 

a large bowl. Stir in the lamb, pepper, apricots and lemon 

pieces. Allow to marinate for 1-2 hours in a refrigerator, 

thread alternate pieces onto 4 skewers. 

Place under a pre-heated grill or on a barbecue and cook 

for 10-15 minutes, turning occasionally, basting with any 

remaining marinade.

Donôt wait until youôre thirsty to 

drink, if going out wear sunscreen 

and light coloured clothes and a 

hat.  

  

Warning:  If your doctor generally limits the amount 

of fluid you drink or has you on water pills, ask the 

doctor how much you should drink while the weather 

is hot. 

Donôt drink liquids that contain caffeine, alcohol, or 

large amounts of sugarïthese actually cause you to 

lose more body fluid.  Also avoid very cold drinks, 

because these can cause stomach cramps.  

Stay indoors and keep curtain closed and windows 

open whilst still putting security of property first.   

Electric fans may provide comfort, but temperature in 

the high 90s, fans will not prevent heat-related illness. 

Take a cool shower or bath, or move to an air-

conditioned place. 

Wear lightweight, light-colour, loose-fitting clothing. 

NEVER leave anyone including pets in a closed, 

parked vehicle. 

Those at greatest risk of heat-related illness:  

infants and children up to four years of age  

people 65 years of age or older  

people who are overweight

The warning signs of heat exhaustion:  
Heavy sweating  

Paleness  
Muscle cramps  

Tiredness  

Weakness  
Dizziness  

Headache   

Nausea or vomiting  
Fainting 

The skin may be cool and moist. The pulse rate will 

be fast and weak, and breathing will be fast and shal-

low. If heat exhaustion is untreated, it may progress 

to heat stroke. Seek  medical attention if symptoms 

worsen or last longer than one hour. 

Warning signs of heat stroke:  
High body temperature (above 103°F)  

Red, hot, and dry skin (no sweating)  
Rapid, strong pulse  

Throbbing headache  

Dizziness  
Nausea  

Confusion  

Unconsciousness 

Heat stroke is a severe medical emergency. Call 999 

as they need to get to a hospital immediately. Delay 

can be fatal. Move victim to a cooler environment 

and try to cool them by sponging to reduce body 

temperature. Remove clothing. Use fans and/or air 

conditioners. DO NOT GIVE FLUIDS.
